HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 59-year-old male patient. He is here complaining of left-sided facial pain, tender to touch. He also has infection he states on the inside of his mouth at the gumline on the left lower molar area.

The patient does have poor dentition. I am sure it is most probably related to that as well.

No other issues. No cough or shortness of breath. No fever. No chest pain. He maintains his normal bowel and bladder function as usual.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, asthma, migraines, depression, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia and also right shoulder surgery.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Irbesartan/hydrochlorothiazide.
ALLERGIES: FISH OIL.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes one-half pack of cigarettes on a daily basis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/89. Pulse 79. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 97%. Current weight 197 pounds.

HEENT: He has an obvious swelling to the left facial cheek, tender to touch on the left lower jaw line. Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Non-erythematous. Oral mucosa is moist. Obvious poor dentition on the lower teeth and gumline as well.

NECK: Soft.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Left facial cellulitis. The patient will receive Rocephin 1 g as an injection to be followed by amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days and a Medrol Dosepak. He is going to monitor his symptoms and return to clinic or call if not improving.
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
