SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis described that he is doing much better, more happy and coherent and logical. No psychosocial problems. His wife also participated during this meeting with him and described that they are doing very well and he is doing much better. She is very happy with the improvement. The patient has been compliant with the mileu and the treatment. No suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. The patient denies any use of alcohol or drugs. The patient is more protective concerned about ongoing issues with the high price rise of the grocery and described that he has limited income and sometimes he cannot afford to buy the grocery. The patient was given insight into his difficulty and understands his concern. He would like to continue with the same medication. He is also following his medical physician for his hypertension and chronic back pain.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder symptomatically stable.

PROGNOSIS: Fair.

PLAN: I have given prescription for Depakote 500 mg b.i.d, Cymbalta 30 mg daily, Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, trazodone 50 mg at bedtime, a 30-day supply of the order. Risk, benefit and side effect explained. Prognosis is guarded.
