SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leonard was seen on audio. He claimed that he cannot reach on video. He described that he is taking his medication, but still hearing voices, but it not as bad. He denies any suicidal thoughts and sleeping somewhat disturbed, but does not feel any paranoid. He is living with his wife and sometime he gets overwhelmed with his wife sickness, but he is all right. He was further explained that he has to be consistent with the medication and then only he can control his voices and mood changes and depression, which he agreed. He is still having mild tremors in his hands and dyskinetic movement. He denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any side effect of the medication taking all his medication. The patient was encouraged to follow with his medical for his diabetes and high blood pressure to which he agreed. The patient has limited insight and it is very hard for me to reinforce about continuation of the care and the treatment.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder noncompliance.

PLAN: I will give further Abilify 30 mg at bedtime, seroquel 100 mg twice a day, Celexa 30 mg daily, hydroxyzine 50 mg b.i.d. Risk, benefits, and side effect were explained. The patient was further explained the importance of compliance, work on diet and activities.
