SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup at subacute rehab. The patient has been doing fairly well. He has ambulatory dysfunction secondary to CVA with left side weakness but today he has no shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. No headache. No dizziness. No fever. No chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia, hypertension, CVA with left-sided weakness, dysarthria, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert, oriented x3, and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 125/62, pulse 76, temperature 98.2, respiration 18, pulse ox 97%, and body weight is 157.2 pounds.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3. He has a left-sided weakness due to stroke.

LABS: Reviewed. TSH level is 1.9, WBC 4.2, hemoglobin 11.8, hematocrit 39.3, sodium 138, potassium 4.3, chloride 102, CO2 26, BUN 18, creatinine 1.06, calcium 9.9, AST 19, and ALT 12.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted CVA with left side weakness.

2. Hypertension.

3. Ambulatory dysfunction due to CVA.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff. No other issues reported today.
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
