PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake. He is alert and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/78, pulse 97, temperature 97.2, respiration 18, pulse ox 96%, and body weight 178.2 pounds.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: He has left hand contracture and left side weakness.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and left-sided weakness. The left leg swollen compared to the right and tender to palpate in the calf area. No evidence of cellulites.
LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Left leg swelling.

2. CVA with left-sided weakness.

3. Left hand contracture.

4. COPD.

5. Chronic smoking does not want to quit.

6. Ambulatory dysfunction due to stroke.

PLAN: I have ordered the venous Doppler for the left lower extremity to rule out DVT that will be done. All his current medications will be continued. The patient was counseled and quit smoking but he is refusing. Recent lab I have reviewed WBC is 4.9, hemoglobin 13.4, and hematocrit 43.7. All his current medications will be continued.
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
