CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with groin pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had prostatic cancer surgery done and postoperatively the patient had pain and now it is localized only to the left groin area. Otherwise, he is able to walk. The pain level is 3 or 4 and the patient is already seen by urologist and his Foley catheter was removed and the patient is urinating well without any problems. There was no bleeding.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Abdominal examination reveals no significant tenderness; however, there is mild tenderness in the left groin and there is no suprapubic tenderness.

Neurological: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
