History: Mr. Romero is a 57-year-old white male who is having possibly underlying psychosis and he is repetitive of the same things. He was accompanied by his wife. He used to see. Dr. Damian, but now he is seeing me for the visit for his mental health problems as he already had an appointment to see Dr. Dave and he canceled his appointment and he will not get another appointment for a longtime. So, he was also having problem with headaches and I had ordered an MRI of the head. The patient on the day of the appointment went, but he could not get the MRI done because he felt claustrophobic and the MRI was not done. The tech suggested doing a CT of the head. Also, I suggested giving him lorazepam 1 mg that the wife will keep it in custody and give it before his CT of the head. So, 1 mg lorazepam tablet prescription given. The wife understands its use. The patient had told me that he has got off the sertraline, but indeed he was just taking one and half tablets of 100 mg of sertraline. I told him to not take one and half, but just take 100 mg sertraline. They have not started the Abilify yet. He was given a flu shot today. Again, the patient was repetitive about what he takes and how he feels and how confused he is about things, but it seems like he has got a lot of support of his wife, hence another request is given for CT of the head without contrast.

Diagnosis: Headaches.

Plan: He will be seen in the office in about two weeks. The patient’s wife states they will start the Abilify 2 mg at bedtime today.
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
