The lab called me last night on Eric Griffin that his potassium was low to 2.5. I do not have the urine drug screen yet. His hemoglobin was 11.2. His was BUN 43, creatinine 2.06 making his GFR 37%. His magnesium was good to 2. His CRP was elevated to 1.8. His AST was elevated to 42, but test for hepatitis A, B and C were nonreactive. His thyroid was normal. I called Ms. Jackie the patient’s sister who had brought him to my office and told her of the potassium and that he must take potassium. She wants me to send a new prescription of potassium to Walgreens on 29th street. I told her to increase his fluid intake by giving him ice tea, lemonade water, or anything and to make sure he gets hydrated well. She understands that. I told her we must keep a followup visit on Thursday. I am reviewing all the labs that were done at St. Joseph and his A1c is 5.1. So, he has abnormal BUN of 43 and creatinine 2.06. A urinalysis was negative, but a urine drug screen did detect THC or cannabinoids, but cocaine, PCP, opiates were negative. We will discuss it further when the sister brings him to the office on Thursday.
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
