ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy, incomplete.
INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Hematochezia.
DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service. A digital rectal examination was performed. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to what appeared to be possibly the transverse colon. Despite multiple manual pressures and position change and withdrawal of the scope and reinsertion, advancement to the cecum was not possible due to tortuous, redundant, and looping of the colonoscope. The patient recovered well post procedure without any complications.

FINDINGS: Incomplete colonoscopy exam. Normal colon up to likely the transverse colon.
PLAN: Repeat colonoscopy at a later date for further evaluation or recommend CT colonogram.
