CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with pain in right jaw for the past several days, not eating well according to mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Severe cerebral deficiency with chromosomal abnormality, cared for by mother primarily.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 2+ swelling to right mid mandible with 2+ tenderness without discoloration and evidence of cellulitis to the skin. Oral exam not possible because of resistance from the patient and clenching of mouth. Remainder of head, eyes, ears, nose and throat examination within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. No adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Unchanged. Extremities: Unchanged. Neuropsychiatric: Unchanged. Skin: Unchanged.
IMPRESSION: Abscess right mandible premolar.
PLAN: The patient is given amoxicillin to take for 10 days with ibuprofen. Advised to follow up with dentist in the next few weeks as soon as possible.
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
