She had UTI as a child, but has not had one for years.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Regular immunization/childhood immunization up-to-date. COVID immunization none.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No one smokes around her.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 53 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.6. Respirations 16. Pulse 80. Blood pressure 110/76.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft. The abdominal examination is definitely negative.
SKIN: No rash.

Monospot is negative. Urinalysis shows leukocytes. Specific gravity 1.030. Flu A negative. Flu B negative. Strep is negative. COVID is also negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. UTI.

2. Lots of liquid.

3. No sweet or surgery substances.

4. Shower instead of bath.

5. We talked about wiping technique.

6. We are going to put her on Keflex one teaspoon t.i.d. for five days.

7. I showed mother where to look for any symptoms of abdominal pain related to appendicitis and to call if any pain in that area or vicinity noted. Again, today before discharge, the patient’s abdominal exam is totally negative. No evidence of pyelonephritis noted either.
