FACE-TO-FACE

The patient is a 77-year-old Vietnamese lady diagnosed with protein-calorie malnutrition, failure to thrive, significant weight loss who has been admitted to hospice with worsening weight loss, recurrent UTI, shortness of breath and COPD. The patient is no longer able to sit. She weighs 91 pounds, has lost 13 pounds most recently. She has dysphagia, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition. She requires oxygen 2 L nasal cannula. ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinent. She sleeps 18 to 24 hours a day. Other comorbidities include shortness of breath and anxiety. The patient lives with her family who is her primary caregiver and has agreed to DNR and no further transfers back and forth to doctor’s office or hospitals. She is expected to die within few weeks/days, therefore remains hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
