Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Trace edema. There is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and lying in the bed. She is feeling generalized weakness.

LABS: WBC 8.7, hemoglobin 11.6, hematocrit 34, sodium 131, potassium 3.7, BUN 13, and creatinine 0.85.
ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with deconditioning and generalized weakness.

2. Status post recent seizure managed in the hospital and medication adjusted.

3. Seizure disorder.

4. Hypertension.

5. CKD.

6. Change in mental status multifactorial.

7. History of coronary artery disease.

8. Ammonia level is less than 10.
PLAN: We will continue all her current medications reviewed. PT/OT and fall precautions. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff and follow BMP.
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
