Vital Signs: Blood pressure 133/80, pulse 70, temperature 98.6, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right knee painful movement but swelling has significantly improved.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, oriented x3, and right-sided weakness.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Previous traumatic brain injury with right-sided weakness.

3. Recent infection of the right knee treated with antibiotic completed the course.

4. Hepatocellular mass highly suspected hepatocellular cancer. He has been seen and evaluated by the hematology oncology.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. PT/OT. The patient is currently doing well.
