HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-year-old little girl. She has been complaining to mother about that her right ear has been bothering her. She also complains of bit of cough. No fevers. No other issues. No chills. She maintains her normal bowel and bladder function as well. Apparently, she has a history of complaining about certain illnesses off and on. She does have Joubert syndrome which is similar to autism. She does communicate. However, mother tells me that you cannot take her complaint at face value, she brought her in to be evaluated by me today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Impaired vision, Joubert disease, and globally delayed gait.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy and ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Allegra and melatonin.
ALLERGIES: VIGAMOX and AUGMENTIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. She does follow my commands. She does understand the things that I say. Her movements are a bit delayed. When I asked her to do any type of request that I would have, she does have mental handicap. Mother tells me she has the intellect of a 4-year-old. Other than that, this patient seems very delightful. She is laughing in the room. She is smiling. She seems very pleasant, very occupied with playing with mother’s cell phone.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure within normal limits. Pulse within normal limits. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.9. Oxygenation 97%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area is within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Obese, soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The patient does have abundant cerumen in each ear bilaterally. I have suggested to mother that that is what she was talking about with saying she has discomfort in the ear. They are not impacted. They are not occluded. Mother will attempt to clear the ears when she returns home.
