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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 78-year-old white female with history of arterial hypertension. The hypertension has been under control. The blood pressure reading today is 140/78.

2. The patient is complaining of tinnitus. She has an appointment with the ENT tomorrow. She thinks that she has been losing the hearing capacity. We will get in touch with the ENT in order to share the results of the evaluation.

3. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. T3, T4 and TSH are within normal limits.

4. Arterial hypertension under control.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
