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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 55-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the practice because of CKD II with proteinuria. The non-selective proteinuria has been around 330 mg/g of creatinine. The patient could not secure the Kerendia and was not covered by the insurance and it was too expensive for him. Now, that the coverage by the insurance has changed, we are going to submit a new prescription. This is important in a patient that has controlled the blood pressure and has controlled the blood sugar and despite of the above continues to have non-selective proteinuria. The patient has a serum creatinine of 1.2 and estimated GFR that is more than 60 mL/min.

2. Arterial hypertension under control.

3. Hyperlipidemia. Cholesterol is 131, HDL 58, LDL 53 and triglycerides ______.

4. The patient does not have hematuria, but continues to have 1+ proteinuria.

5. This patient had initially hemoglobin that was below 11.5 and that was in 2022. Right now, the hemoglobin is up to 10.8. We are going to reevaluate the case in five months with laboratory workup.

We spent 8 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
