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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 95-year-old white female that is followed because of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has remained in stable condition. The serum creatinine is 1.3, BUN is 29. The serum potassium came down to 4.8; the patient is following a potassium-restricted diet and there is no evidence of proteinuria. The patient has an estimated GFR that is 36 mL/min.

2. The patient has anemia. The hemoglobin remains 11 g% and she continues to take one tablet of iron on daily basis. She is not able to tolerate two tablets because of complications.

3. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is within normal limits.

4. The arterial hypertension has been under control. The blood pressure fluctuated between 111/61 and the highest of 137/60.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

6. Vitamin B12 supplementation. The B12 levels were normal.

7. The macular degeneration is treated with the administration of _______. The patient is following with ophthalmologist on regular basis. We are going to reevaluate the patient in four months.
