HPI: A 93-year-old resident who was quarantined for COVID last week. She is now COVID negative. The patient has come out for meals as of today, but otherwise she is in her room resting. She has had some residual cough with congestion. No fevers or chills. She does appear fatigued and is encouraged to rest.

DIAGNOSES: Status post COVID and now COVID negative and resuming meals on the unit, otherwise resting in room.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, but quiet in the room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/77. Pulse 76. Temperature 96.4. Respirations 18. O2 sat 95%. Weight 151.4 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough with congestion. Mucinex DM one p.o. q.12h. until symptoms resolve and then p.r.n.
