She denies any blood in her urine.  No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  General Appearance:  Normal.  HEENT:  Normal.  Neck:  Supple.  No JVD.  No lymphadenopathy.  Heart:  S1 and S2 were audible.  Lungs:  Clear to auscultation.  No rales.  No wheezing.  Abdomen:  Soft and nontender.  Bowel sounds were positive.  Extremities:  2+ pitting edema both lower extremities.
IMPRESSION:  (1).  UTI.  (2).  Bilateral lower extremity swelling.  (3).  Diabetes mellitus.  (4).  Hypertension.  (5).  Hypomagnesaemia.  (6).  Dementia.  (7).  DJD.
TREATMENT PLAN:  Discussed with the patient about her symptoms in view of increasing frequency as well as until status confusion and positive urinalysis.  I have recommended that we start her on antibiotic.  I have also started her on Lasix 40 mg for the next three days.  CBC and BMP would be checked.  We will continue other medications.  We will monitor her progress.  We will follow up on her workup.  If she has any other symptoms or complaints, she will let the nurses know or call the office.  The patient symptoms definitely benefit of antibiotic outweigh the risks.
