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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1980, the patient was in his military entrance examination.  The patient tells me that he was standing on some boxes and the boxes fell apart and he fell and hit the head on the ground.  The patient tells me that immediately had loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he woke up in the hospital.  When he woke-up, the patient has severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.
Next episode was in Hawaii in 1990.  The patient tells me that there was explosion exercises.  The patient tells me that there was loud explosion.
The patient also practiced grenades and also there were loud explosions.  The patient tells me that the shockwave caused him to have headaches.

In 1998, the patient tells me that he was working in the demolitions.  He was blowing up buildings.  He tells me that there were loud explosions and the loud explosions caused him to knock down.

The patient is currently having significant vertigo symptoms.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient tells me that he has episodic vertigo.  The patient tells me that he has one acute presentation every two to three years.  The patient has dizziness, lightheadedness, and nausea.  The patient tells me these vertigo symptoms completely debilitating during few attacks.  The patient also has blurred vision.  The patient has chronic headaches.  The patient also has shaking of the hands.

The patient tells me that he is currently in school.  His vertigo and dizziness symptoms affecting the way he concentrates in school.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty to concentrate due to the headaches.  The patient tells me that the blurred vision also affecting him to study.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury in 1980.  The patient tells me that he was in entrance examination, the patient was standing on some boxes.  He fell and landed on the ground.  The patient hit the head on the ground.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient woke-up confused, disoriented in the hospital.  The patient tells me since then he has significant headaches, dizziness, lightheadedness, blurred vision, and nausea symptoms.  It is my opinion that the head injury caused traumatic brain injury.  It can cause headaches, lightheadedness, and dizziness.

The headache, lightheadedness and dizziness are common traumatic brain injury.  The patient also has loss of consciousness in the time of impact according to the patient.
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
