The patient tells me that there were explosions.  There were road side explosions.  Happened about 6 to 8 times of the explosions.  The patient tells me that his truck rolled over.  The patient hit the head.  The patient hit the metal cart in the truck.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient does not remember what happened.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe headaches.

The patient tells me that he has significant memory deficit now.  The patient has loss of focus.  The patient has anxiety symptoms.  The patient depressed and sadness.  The patient has ringing in the ears.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient also back pain and mood swings.  The patient has anxiety panic attacks.

The patient currently is working for construction.  He tells me that his symptoms affecting the way he does construction.  He works in construction.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting him to focus and concentrate.  His memory problems are affecting him to do his job.  He will forget the tasks duties.
MoCA examination score is 22/30.  The patient missed 5 on delay recall.  The patient missed 2 on language.  The patient missed one on attention.  Total score is 22/30.
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
