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1. ML, is a 5-month-old baby with cough and URI was diagnosed after other swabs were negative. She was treated conservatively. Mother is happy with the care received.

2. RC, is a 28-year-old male who shot a nail in his hand. The nail was visible on the x-ray. Tetanus and antibiotics were given. Referred to hand surgeon. Left message for him to call me back.

3. ML, 5-month-old baby with fever and sore throat. Swab tests were negative. Temperature 101. Appeared nonseptic per Dr. A. Treated with Delsym cough syrup. Mother was happy with the care received. 

4. DW, 24-year-old with vaginal issues. She was diagnosed with vaginitis. Pregnancy and urinalysis were done. She was treated with azithromycin and Flagyl. Left message for the patient to call me back.

5. ZC, is a 22-year-old young lady again with vaginal issues, odor and discharge. Workup complete. Treated with Flagyl and Cipro this time. She is responding to treatment, she states.

6. DM, 23-year-old female with a rash on the face consistent with allergic reaction, possible new makeup. Medrol Dosepak, Bactroban and steroid creams were prescribed. Left message for the patient to call me back.

7. DM, is a 26-year-old with URI symptoms. Swab tests negative. Chest x-ray and CBC were declined. The patient was treated conservatively. Left message for the patient to call me back.

8. AJ, is a 26-year-old female with urinary tract symptoms. Diagnosed with vaginitis and urinary tract infection. Treated with Macrobid and Flagyl. The patient was happy with the care received.
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9. NW, 43-year-old female with rash on her stomach consistent with shingles. Treated with acyclovir and Neurontin. She did not answer the phone today.

10. CR, is a 37-year-old female with migraine headaches for the past four days. She is also pregnant. Urinalysis, CBC, and CMP were all within normal limits. Benadryl IV, Tylenol and Zofran were given. Phone number that was left was a bad number.

11. AF, is a 6-year-old male with cough, diagnosed with bronchitis. He had been seen two weeks ago with same symptoms, history of asthma treated with albuterol and prednisone. Mother was happy with the care. They are going to see the pediatrician today.

12. AT, is an 8-year-old young lady with shortness of breath, history of asthma, positive strep. Treated with Amoxil and prednisone. Doing great.

13. NJ, is a 35-year-old woman with cramping, dizziness, two months pregnancy. Exam negative. No vaginal bleed. The dizziness and facial pain proved to be TMJ issues. No ultrasound was done because she had no bleeding, no pain except for the TMJ pain per doctor. Left message for the patient to call me back.

14. JL, is a 20-year-old with 101 temperature. Swab test negative. She refused CBC and further workup. The patient states she is already doing better. She was happy with the doctor.

15. RM, is a 39-year-old with possible kidney stone. CBC, CMP, and UA within normal limits except of the UA had lot of blood. CT showed 2 to 3 mm UVJ stone with a very mild hydronephrosis. Flomax and Cipro were given. The patient had similar stone two months ago. He was referred to urologist which he never went. He promises he will go this time. He liked the doctor very much.

16. DZ, is a 59-year-old with a hand laceration, required closure by Dr. A. Tetanus antibiotic given. The patient is doing fine. She was happy with the doctor she said. She wanted to call and tell someone about how good the doctor was and she is glad that I called, but she could not remember the physician’s name.

17. KM, is a 59-year-old woman with nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea. She was given Zofran and Lomotil. CBC, CMP, UA, and COVID testing was negative except for the UA showed UTI. Treated with Macrobid and Zofran and was sent home.
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
