CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 26-year-old male seen for chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 26-year-old who reports episodes of substernal chest pain beginning several years ago. Pain has become more frequent. Pain just happened. It does not happen when he is cycling up to 100 miles. Symptoms occur with sitting, not exercising or lying down. Pain occasionally radiates to the back.
