Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi at the bases. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Trace edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, lying on the bed and in no acute distress.

LABS: Lab done today at the facility sodium was 135, potassium 12.0, chloride 99, CO2 31, BUN 21, creatinine 0.9, hemoglobin 10.8, hematocrit 32.0, WBC count 5.9, platelet count 281.

ASSESSMENT: The patient has been admitted to subacute rehab with multiple medical problems”
1. Ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Severe arthritis.

3. History of Colles fracture right radius.

4. Hypertension.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

6. History of vitamin D deficiency.

7. Anxiety disorder.
