SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today as a followup. I came for rounds and it was reported that the patient has been recently diagnosed with COVID infection. The patient has been placed on isolation protocol. When I saw the patient, she is lying on the bed. No shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills. She does have a left leg DVT. She has been on anticoagulation and left leg edema significantly also improved. The patient is feeling much-much better.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 147/80, pulse 70, temperature 98.7, respiration 16, and pulse ox 100%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Few rhonchi. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left leg edema still present but much better compared to the previous visit and right leg trace edema.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and cooperative.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has recent COVID infection significantly improved. Today, when I saw her, she is totally asymptomatic.

2. Left leg DVT.

3. Obesity with ambulatory dysfunction,

4. Arthritis.

PLAN: I have reviewed all the medication. We will continue current medications. We will monitor isolation protocol for COVID. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff. No other issues reported today.
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
