The patient is seen again with complaints of headache and congestion. Mother states he was seen nine days ago in the emergency room with high fever, told he had otitis media, given prescription of amoxicillin which he is still taking.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Frequent upper respiratory infections, all minor.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory except has a disabled elderly sister.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Complains of headache and missing school.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: School absenteeism, questionable fever, upper respiratory infection frequent by history, recent questionable otitis media, seen in Texas Emergency Room.

PLAN: To see pediatrician on Monday, Dr. Goin, for a routine checkup. Advised to be seen for increased temperature necessitating going home from school on the same day for further and a more thorough evaluation. Given prescription for Zithromax and Sudafed to take as needed, to start Zithromax if not clearing in the next day or two with followup as needed.
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
