Mr. Viljean is a 67-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his hyperthyroidism management. He was recently diagnosed with hyperthyroidism. He also has history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, obesity, glaucoma, BPH, prediabetes and he is on anticoagulation therapy. He was placed on methimazole 10 mg once daily. He denies any palpitations or tremors. He denies any fatigue. He reports good mood. He denies any compressive symptoms of the thyroid.

Plan:

1. For his hyperthyroidism at this point recommendation is to get baseline thyroid function studies and continue the methimazole 10 mg once daily. His last thyroid labs were checked a few months ago with a TSH of less than 0.1 and free T4 of 1.8. We will check his current labs.

2. I will also order a thyroid ultrasound to delineate his thyroid gland and subsequently thyroid nodules.

3. I will also check for autoimmune thyroid disease and check a TPO, TSI, TgAb and TRAb level.

4. For his hypertension continue current therapy.

5. For his hyperlipidemia continue current therapy.

6. For his prediabetes check a fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.
