NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. Tender anterior nodes.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with good range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X is normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute pharyngitis.

2. Acute sore throat.

3. Odynophagia.

PLAN: The patient’s *__________* score is 3. Testing was not done. She has a history of pharyngitis. I will go ahead and treat her with

1. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now then one p.o. daily until this all gone total of six pills.

2. XYZ Mouthwash 60 mL, she will gargle and spit out 10 mL daily for six days.
