HISTORY: This is a 51-year-old gentleman here for a routine followup.

The patient has a history of opioid use disorder. He is currently on Suboxone and he is here for this condition and medication refills. He stated that since he was last seen, he was exposed to strep from a family member.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
The patient reports myalgia.

The patient reports throat pain. He states it hurts to swallow. He described pain as sharp. He rated pain as 6/10.

The patient denies stiff neck. He reports anterior neck pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 141/89.

Pulse 98.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
HEENT: Throat: Erythematous and edematous tonsils, pharynx and uvula. No exudates. Uvula is midline and mobile.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. Tender anterior nodes. Palpable anterior nodes.
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RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Opioid use disorder.

2. Myalgia.

3. Acute pharyngitis.

4. Medication refill.

PLAN: In the clinic today, we did the following tests: Urine drug screen positive for buprenorphine which he takes as part of his program. It was also positive for MDMA. The patient brought in a bottle of cough syrup that was prescribed to him because of his current illness. Cough syrup consists of Bromfed, sudafed, and dextromethorphan and the contents of these particular medication can give a false positive for MDMA based on research.

The strep test was also done. Strep test was positive for strep group A. He was given injection of dexamethasone 10 mg IM. He was observed for 10-15 minutes after which he report no side effects from the medication. He was sent home with

1. Amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

2. Motrin 800 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30.

3. Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film he will take one film b.i.d. for 30 days #60 no refills.

He was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
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
