DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 48-year-old Hispanic male with chronic kidney disease stage II. The serum creatinine remains 1.1 mg% and the estimated GFR is 80 mL/min. The patient has a protein-to-creatinine ratio that is completely normal. The sediment in the urine is clear. The patient is feeling well. He does not complain about any issues at the present time.

2. The patient has evidence of elevated cholesterol. This is a discussion that has been carried on with the patient. This time, the serum cholesterol was reported 248 with an HDL of 42 and LDL of 178. It was my concern the fact that the patient is a very active patient and is not overweight. He states that he is going to change the lifestyle and we are going to recheck it in the future and, if continues to be elevated, the patient will be placed on a statin.

3. The patient has history of peptic ulcer disease. He states that from time to time he has been with symptoms, this might be diet related.

4. The patient has a remote history of nephrolithiasis without any symptoms.
