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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 65-year-old white female with a history of CKD stage IIIB. The patient had some proteinuria and, for that reason, she has been recommended the administration of Farxiga in combination with Kerendia. The most recent laboratory workup that was done regarding the protein-to-creatinine ratio on 09/05/2023, is consistent with a reduction in the proteinuria to 312 mg/g of creatinine, the creatinine is 1.3 and the estimated GFR is 45 mL/min. It is important to state that this patient has decreased the body weight to 156 pounds and we started with this patient at 204 pounds. She has lost significant amount of body weight and she is in a better condition right now.

2. The patient has HIV that has been treated by the Infectious Disease, Dr. Lacson.

3. Diabetes mellitus that has been under control. The latest hemoglobin A1c that was reported on 09/20/2023, was 4.7.

4. The patient has mesangial proliferative glomerulonephritis according to the kidney biopsy that was done in January 2019.

5. Rheumatoid arthritis that is followed and treated by Dr. A. Torres. She is receiving the hydroxychloroquine and methotrexate and immunomodulators prescribed by the rheumatologist.

6. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The patient is no longer taking the labetalol. Today’s blood pressure reading is 128/81. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
