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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 61-year-old white male that has the diagnosis of cerebral palsy that is followed in this practice because of the presence of hyponatremia that is most likely associated to the inappropriate secretion of ADH. The most likely condition is that the medication that is given to control the seizures is causing the hyponatremia. The patient has continued with the regular sodium intake in the diet and the fluid restriction. Today, we have a laboratory workup that was done on 09/06/2023, and the sodium is reported at 137 mEq/L. The patient is to continue with the same approach.

2. The hemoglobin has increased up to 12.4 mg%.

3. Vitamin D levels are within normal limits.

4. TSH, T3 and T4 are within range.

5. The patient has seizure disorder and apparently the seizures have not been present.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease. The patient is treated with PPIs and he is asymptomatic. I will send the instructions of the management and the findings of this office followup to the facility where the patient stays. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.

We spent 6 minutes reviewing the lab, 12 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
