FACE-TO-FACE-EVALUATION

This is a 67-year-old gentleman being evaluated for face-to-face for hospice.

The patient suffers from endstage COPD, atherosclerotic heart disease, hypertension, hyperlipidemia and is on hospice because of Lewy body dementia.

Since last visit, the patient has lost few pounds, has become much more confused. The patient is getting lost walking around his own house. He has a tendency to confabulate, see things that are not there and hear things that are not there. His son Derrick Lewis is his primary caregiver who has noticed decreased mentation and severe sundowner’s syndrome as one of his father’s each symptom change in the past four weeks.

He has a KPS score of 40%. He is also suffering from generalized weakness, difficulty sleeping, waking up in the middle of night with yelling and aggressive behavior. The patient’s other comorbidities mentioned are COPD, atherosclerotic heart disease which causes shortness of breath, weakness, and chest pain from time-to-time.

Given above changes in the patient’s condition and his overall diagnosis of Lewy body dementia, he remains hospice appropriate at this time.
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
