Elliott is a 69-year-old gentleman with endstage COPD, currently on hospice with right-sided heart failure, cor pulmonale, pedal edema, shortness of breath, and profound weakness. He is not eating as much as he was; part of this is because of the terrible heat we have had in Houston, but nevertheless he has lost about 3.5 to 4 pounds. He is weak. He is having a hard time getting up. He has a KPS score of 40%. He lives with his family that take care of him.

He definitely meets the criteria for endstage hospice with COPD. He is ADL dependent. He has anxiety related to his shortness of breath and requires breathing treatments around the clock. We have talked about oxygen, but he has always declined use of oxygen because he feels like it will make him die faster. Nevertheless, he is dying. He is hospice appropriate. He suffers from air hunger weakness and because of his chronic hypoxemia and severe COPD, he is becoming much more confused and having muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition.
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
