Dear Mrs. Vanderhoof:

This is a followup for Mr. Behrenwald with obstructive uropathy and renal failure.  Last visit in June.  Hard of hearing.  Catheterization, urine output around 2 L.  Right now has a Foley catheter, kind of cloudy.  No abdominal pain, back pain, or fever.  No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.  Denies chest pain or palpitation.  Denies syncope.  No increase of dyspnea.  Denies purulent material or hemoptysis.  AV fistula open on the left-sided.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc, metoprolol, and vitamin D125.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 251.  Blood pressure 162/80.  No evidence of gross respiratory distress.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No abdominal tenderness or back tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries creatinine August at 4.19, which appears to be baseline for the last four years.  Present GFR 14 stage V.  Normal sodium, potassium, and mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.  Prior PTH elevated 176.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Obstructive uropathy, bladder catheterization secondary to urinary retention.
2. CKD stage V.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or pulmonary edema.  No indication for dialysis.
3. Open AV fistula left-sided, no stealing syndrome.
4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism on treatment.
5. Hypertension in the office remains high, monitor at home for further adjustment of medications.
6. Normal electrolytes.
7. Mild metabolic acidosis.
8. There has been no need for EPO treatment, hemoglobin above 10.
9. There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in the next four months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
