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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the office because of the presence of CKD stage II. The patient has history of coronary artery disease and has had multiple PCIs. He is followed by the cardiologist, Dr. Bhandare. The patient has been asymtomatic. In the laboratory workup that was done on 09/22/23, the patient has a serum creatinine that is 1, a BUN of 18, the estimated GFR is 73 and there is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. Coronary artery disease stable.

3. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus. The hemoglobin A1c has been under control.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today 115/58.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. Cholesterol is 187 with triglycerides of 90, HDL of 46 and LDL of 123.

6. BPH. The patient continues to be followed by the urologist in Tampa He has a pacemaker in the urinary bladder and he is asymptomatic.

7. We did a Doppler ultrasound of the extremities in order to assess the possibility of peripheral vascular disease. This was an arterial Doppler that was reported without evidence of stenosis. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
