CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right hip pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right hip pain and low back pain has been bothering her for past few months and she was having physical therapy; however, the patient has ended the physical therapy and requesting another therapy. The patient stated that the pain level is 5 or 6.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
