HISTORY: This is a 47-year-old female here with left ear pain.

The patient states this has been going on for approximately four days. It has gotten worse today. She rated pain 6/10 worse with touch. She states the pain is non-radiating. It is confined to her left ear. She denies trauma. She states she recalls washing her hair couple of days ago.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented and obese young lady in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air

Blood pressure 143/95.

Pulse 86.

Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Normal. Left Ear: Fluid is present behind the TM. The fluid appears purulent. TM is dull, erythematous TM, dull to light reflex. Negative tenderness to palpation of mastoid. Negative tragal tug.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute left otitis media.

2. Acute left otalgia.

3. Left ear effusion acute.

PLAN: The patient was given the following medications,
1. Ryvent 6 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 30 days, #90.

2. Amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, #20.

3. Motrin 800 mg one p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain.

She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
