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1. WH, 37-year-old with suicidal thoughts and ideation, well known with Tri-County, was transferred to psych facility after the patient was evaluated by Dr. Maroney. The phone number was not working, but the workup was up to par and concise.

2. JH, 20-year-old with foreign body in the right index that Dr. Maroney removed. The patient was very happy with the care. Received Cipro at discharge and then put. We will consider something that would have a better coverage for gram positive and staph and strep.

3. HM, is a 4-year-old with a swollen left shoulder and hip status post fall, fractured right clavicle was diagnosed and left hp was okay. Figure-8 splint was applied. Family was very happy with the care received.

4. MN, 52-year-old woman with shoulder pain. CBC, CMP, cardiac, x-ray and EKG within normal limits. Sent home with musculoskeletal pain. No medications given. The patient was not available.

5. ID, 86-year-old woman with high blood pressure 211/76. Received Lasix and Apresoline with good results in the emergency room. Chest x-ray, urinalysis, EKG, CBC, CMP, cardiac workup, PT, PTT, INR, and BMP were done. Son today states that she is doing better and was happy with the care received. No mention of admission was made.

6. DO, is a 2-year-old female with nail inside of her nose removed via needle-nose forceps. Mother was happy with the care received.
7. MP, 16-year-old young lady with hip pain. X-rays within normal limits. She was given Toradol with good response. Diagnosed with sprain. Mother states she is too busy to talk, will call me back.
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8. JR, is a 10-year-old with headache. Swab test negative. Toradol and Zofran were given. It is an obese child that Dr. Maroney spoke to the family about, but no medications were given or recommendation to see an ophthalmologist which probably be prudent. Left message for the family to call back.

9. TG, 38-year-old with abdominal pain, vaginal bleeding. PT, PTT, CBC, CMP, and CT all negative. She was transferred to HCA. The patient states that she is still in the hospital today. They are telling her she has an infected uterus. She wished the doctor would have spent more time with her in Cleveland. She only saw her one time during the whole time.

10. JO is a 41-year-old male with stomachache. CBC, CMP, and CT scan were consistent with diverticulitis. White count was 11,000. Treated with Augmentin. No known allergies. Consider Cipro, Flagyl or some kind of quinolone with Flagyl to cover for anaerobes below the diaphragm in case of diverticulitis. The patient states he is a little bit better today, was happy with the care received.

11. SM, is a 6-year-old young lady with some kind of vaginal bleeding. The family did not wait to be seen. The wait was too long, but the mother said they went to a different facility and she is fine.
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
