CC: Cough with congestion.

HPI: A 61-year-old who has an expressive aphasia post CVA many years ago. I was able to communicate that. He has congestion in his nose and his throat. He does have a cough. It has recently been productive and he has a tissue that has yellow gray sputum. He denies fevers or chills and has no myalgias. He is able to get to sleep at night.
DIAGNOSES: Cough with congestion and discolored sputum new, CVA with late effects of right side hemiplegia, peripheral neuropathy, increased musculoskeletal pain, seasonal allergies, GERD, depression, HLD, and wheelchair-bound.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., budesonide nebulizer b.i.d., Zyrtec 10 mg MWF, citalopram 10 mg q.d., docusate 200 mg b.i.d., Pepcid 20 mg q.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d. gummy MVI q.d., Keppra 750 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 10 mg q.d., naproxen 250 mg q.12h., Peg Solution q.d., and Senna Plus one tablet b.i.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished male who is pleasant and able to communicate despite being having expressive aphasia.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/58, pulse 65, respirations 14, and weight 220 pounds.
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HEENT: Sclerae are clear. Nares patent. He indicates that there is pressure to palpation of his maxillary sinus less so on the frontal sinus. He has moist oral mucosa. No cervical LAD.

RESPIRATORY: He has a normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Sinusitis, early. Z-PAK along with Mucinex DM one tablet q.12h. x 5 days routine then p.r.n. for a week and current nasal decongestant. The patient requests for that to be routine versus p.r.n. So, order written for the nasal spray to be q.12h. two sprays.
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
