Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup visit for Mrs. Price with chronic kidney disease, donated a kidney to uncle.  Last visit in April.  Recent colonoscopy.  Has a followup prior polyps few years ago negative Dr. Bonnacci.  No emergency room, hospital admissions.  Extensive review of system is negative.  Minor edema on the left-sided which is the site of prior complications of compartment syndrome and fasciotomy.

Medications:  Medications list is reviewed.  Blood pressure up to 5 mg Norvasc, all diuretics discontinued, on cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 128/70 on the left.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  Respiratory normal.  She has prior mitral valve replacement for myxoma.  No gross arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No abdominal distention, ascites, or tenderness.  1+ edema on the left, minimal on the right.  No focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.36 for a GFR of 43 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium, potassium at 5, bicarbonate at 31.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Kidney donation.

2. CKD stage III, stable overtime, no progression, no dialysis.

3. Blood pressure well controlled.

4. Prior low sodium and potassium in relation to diuretics back to normal, medication discontinued.

5. Open eye surgery myxoma, mitral valve replacement, complications of ARDS respiratory failure as well as compartment syndrome fasciotomy.

6. History of breast cancer without recurrence, off treatment, prior mastectomy.

7. Normal hemoglobin, no need for EPO treatment, no need to change diet, monitor potassium, bicarbonate, no need for phosphorus binders.  Come back in seven months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
