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GENERAL MEDICAL EXAM WITH INTERNAL MEDICINE EMPHASIS

Chief Complaint: Mr. Harold Joseph Huffman is a 49-year-old African American male who is here with chief complaints of right hip pain and difficulty ambulation.

History of Present Illness: The patient states he was in his apartment complex and he was trying to take the trash out when he got hit by a car, he fell on the floor, he became unconscious and this car did a hit-and-run and did not assist. The patient states when he woke up after the fall he does not know how he managed to crawl to his apartment to get the phone and call 911. The patient went to the emergency room where he was found to have fracture of the neck of the femur and had emergency surgery done. He states he had the surgery and rehab, but he states he has not recovered because he feels he has numbness going down from his right hip down to the right knee. He states he cannot walk properly. He states prior to this injury he was working as a general manager for Chicken Express for past three years. He has done oil field work and he has done restaurant work. He states he tried to go back to work, but it was difficult for him to stand for long or walk for long and he quit his job in a month.

Past Medical History: Questionable history of hypertension. No history of diabetes mellitus or asthma.

Medications: At home, none.

Allergies: None known.

Personal History: He states he finished high school. He is married. He has five children; youngest is 17 years old. He states he used to smoke, but quit 30 years ago. He used to drink, but quit in 1995. He does not use drugs. He states he was brought to the office by his parents. He lives with his father and mother. He states he has to use a walker at home for ambulation if it is anything more than a few steps. The patient has had surgery on the right hip. He has had some kind of arthroscopic surgery right knee for a torn ACL and a surgery on the left knee also.
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Review of Systems: The patient states he has been very busy all his life. He states he worked as a coach and played sports and he injured his knee doing that, but was doing good after the surgery. No other operations like gallbladder or appendix. He denies any chest pain or shortness of breath or nausea, vomiting or diarrhea or abdominal pain.

Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Mr. Harold Joseph Huffman to be a 49-year-old African American male who is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress. He is not using any assistive device for ambulation but he states he does use a walker at home or if he has to go any length of distance. His gait was abnormal with a limp on the right hip. He could not hop. He could squat with assistance. He can tandem walk. He can pick up a pencil and button his clothes. He is right-handed. He is able to move all parts of his body. He has got a fair grip in the right hand.

Vital Signs:

Height 6’5”.

Weight 136 pounds.

Blood pressure 126/76.

Pulse 52 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 100%.

Temperature 97.1.

BMI 16.
Snellen’s Test: His vision:
Right eye 20/30.

Left eye 20/30.

Both eyes 20/25.
He does not have hearing aids.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruits. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. There is a 1.5-inch scar on the lateral side of right hip of previous hip surgery after he was involved in a hit-and-run accident.

Neurologic: Cranial nerves II through XII are intact. Overall, except for the right hip, motor system, sensory system and reflexes appear normal. Finger-to-nose testing is normal. Alternate pronation and supination of hands is normal. There is no nystagmus.
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Review of Records per TRC: Reveals records of St. Joseph Hospital where the patient was admitted 07/24/22 and discharged 07/25/22 for right hip impacted subcapital femoral neck fracture and the patient in acute pain. The note here states the patient was riding his electrical bike up the hills when he was run off the road by an oncoming motor vehicle driver. This seems to be different than what the patient told me, but immaterial he was run off the road by a car. The patient’s hemoglobin was 10.7. A hip x-ray showed subcapital fracture of neck and right proximal femur without displacement.

The patient was discharged home after the surgery. An x-ray of the chest as ordered per TRC shows no acute cardiopulmonary process. X-ray of the right hip shows postop hardware treating a previously noted fracture of right femoral neck. No evidence for hardware complications. No acute fracture or dislocation is seen. There is mild superior joint space narrowing involving right hip with mild acetabular osteophyte formation and subchondral sclerosis, postop and degenerative changes as above is the final impression.

Impression:

1. Status post right hip surgery following a hit-and-run accident.

2. Persistent pain and pain on ambulation.

3. History of hypertension is present.

4. The patient has problem with the gait following the hip surgery though he is okay to ambulate for short distances.
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
