History: Ms. Revilla has major depression status post postherpetic neuralgia following shingles. The patient has a very sensitive skin. The patient has had all kinds of therapies for pain including local application of different kind of pain medicines on the back, acupuncture and home health. She also has severe anxiety and uses Klonopin. She is on multiple antidepressants. She came in with history of suicidal ideation about three to four years ago to the office at which time the patient had TMS done with significant improvement till the patient developed the herpes zoster which left her with chronic pain. The patient is elderly and fell at home and hit her head, but does not want any further treatment for that. The patient started TMS therapy again. The patient has had about 22 to 24 treatments, but the patient does not want to complete it following the fall and her head injury and the family also decided since she is in so much pain with postherpetic neuralgia they too felt better if we would not do anything for her further. The patient’s son is going to take her to a specialist in Temple for a steroid shot in the back. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
