CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of fever, congestion, cough and sore throat for the past three days and history of frequent strep.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Frequent strep.

SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Unessential with current strep.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Sore left elbow for the past two days.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflammation and erythema of the pharynx slightly increased. Neck: Without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Clear except for a pustular lesion x 10-12 mm on the left posterior elbow with whitish exudate. Neuro: Clear. Skin: Clear.
The patient had strep, COVID and flu testing done with positive strep.

ASSESSMENT: Pustular lesion left posterior elbow x 10 to 12 mm with whitish exudate.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Strep pharyngitis recurrent, upper respiratory infection, and impetigo.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for mupirocin and cefdinir with topical care of lesion on the elbow. Advised to follow up with pediatrician and here as needed and make sure the patient takes 10 days of antibiotics as directed.
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
