The patient presents with cough and congestion and fever for the past two days with diarrhea x 2 today. Mother states she has had slight cough for the past week. She was seen here on 09/23/23 with negative strep and antibiotics.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Within normal limits.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with mild bronchitis without evidence of strep.
PLAN: Because of persistence of cough, the patient was given prescription for azithromycin. Follow up with PCP routinely and here as needed.
