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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 70-year-old Hispanic female that has had hyperlipidemia with a cholesterol of 221 with an HDL of 50 and an LDL of 148. This patient is advised to take the Lipitor as was ordered in the past; one tablet every other day.

2. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

3. Restless legs syndrome.

4. Degenerative joint disease. The patient has distal phalangeal deformities in the hands with external deviation typical of degenerative joint disease. Otherwise, the main concern is that the patient is underweight. We are going to order the basic laboratory workup again. The kidney function is very well preserved; this patient has a serum creatinine that is 0.72 with a BUN of 19 and an estimated GFR of 104 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. We are going to reevaluate the case in eight months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 5 minutes in the documentation.
