Thank you for this referral.

Mrs. June Godfrey is seen here today in the office. She is an 85-year-old female. She is being seen for iron deficiency anemia. The patient also has history of primary biliary cirrhosis. She has been on Ursodiol and with that her biliary cirrhosis seems to have stabilized and her liver functions are normal. When last checked her hemoglobin was 8.3 and hematocrit was 24.7. However, iron and ferritin were within normal limit. So, the patient is advised to continue her Slow Fe that she is taking. Also, her reticulocyte count shows improvement and she is making new red cells. Her reticulocyte count was between 5 and 4.7. So, at this point oral Slow Fe might work, however I told her that we will recheck her in one month and if she does not bleed from her angiodysplasia of the intestine her hemoglobin may stabilize.
