Thank you for this referral.

Mr. Odell was seen initially in July. He comes here for followup today. He was seen on September 12, 2023 at that time workup was started. His CBC did show WBC of 7.7, hemoglobin 17.7, and hematocrit was slightly high at 52.7. Flow cytometry and cytogenetic special tests were ordered and it came back negative. He did not have any JAK-2 mutations. The patient is now here today. He does not have any symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 240 pounds, and blood pressure 148/79.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Polycythemia without any genetic driver.

2. Obesity.

3. Diabetes.

4. History of coronary artery disease.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: I have advised the patient to continue one baby aspirin daily and have blood checked every six weeks to two months so has to keep his hemoglobin and hematocrit within normal limit.
