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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is an 87-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB without significant proteinuria. The patient continues to maintain the estimated GFR between 30 and 35 mL/min and there is no proteinuria. No activity in the urinary sediment. Serum albumin above 4.

2. The patient used to have iron deficiency that has been corrected. The saturation of iron that is 21%. The serum iron is 93. It is improving. There is no evidence of anemia.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control 151/68. The patient remains with same the body weight 172 pounds with BMI of 31.

4. B12 deficiency on supplementation. 

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

6. Hyperlipidemia controlled with the administration of statins.

7. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. This patient has a history of non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma, history of breast cancer and that is in remission and followed by oncology.

8. For the cardiovascular problems she is seeing Dr. Parnassa. She continues on blood thinners Apixaban.

9. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
